4. Goal and objectives of the project: It is planned that as a result of the
implementation of the project, participants (students of general secondary
education institutions, approximate age 13-15 years) will be able to:

- to form a truthful idea based on real facts about the tragic period in the
history of Belarus based on studying/familiarization with the real facts of the
genocide of the Belarusian people on the territory of Malaya Rodina
(Volkovysk region);

- carry out research work and create a thematic space (thematic gallery of
Memory) in the gymnasium;

- organize a dialogue conference based on the “World Cafe” technology,
dedicated to the tragedy of the village of Shaulichi, and other facts of the
genocide of the Belarusian people during the Great Patriotic War.

5. Rationale and relevance of the project: The project is aimed at
preserving and transmitting knowledge about one of the most tragic periods of
Belarusian history - the genocide of the Belarusian people during the Great
Patriotic War. Preserving this historical memory is an important aspect of
national identity and helps prevent oblivion and distortion of historical truth.

The project involves collecting archival materials, old documents and
testimonies about the genocide. This will make it possible to more deeply and
comprehensively study historical events and their significance for the
Belarusian people. Research work also contributes to the development of a




scientific approach and a historical, multifaceted understanding of events.

The key idea of the project is to attract public attention to the genocide in
order to reveal its true scale and evaluate its historical significance. This will
allow society to better understand and appreciate the horrors that the
Belarusian people have endured, and also contribute to building peace,
reconciliation and mutual understanding.

The project is designed to fill gaps in the historical consciousness of
society and shed light on little-known historical events. It is also important for
the development of the identity of citizens of their country and continuity
between generations. In addition, the project responds to modern challenges,
such as the spread of fake news and distortions of history. It contributes to the
construction of a society based on knowledge, truth and peace.

6. Target group: Task Force: gymnasium teachers, students aged 13-15

7. Brief description of project activities:

1. Historical research: Project volunteers will conduct research, collect
archival materials and old documents, and also collect testimonies about the
genocide. These materials will be used to create an exhibition, publications and
documentaries about the events under study. Project participants will be
involved in research and data collection to better understand and appreciate
their historical significance.

2. Coverage: As part of the project, an exhibition dedicated to the genocide
in Belarus and the VVaukavysk region in particular will be organized, which will
be available to a wide audience. There will also be lectures, debates and
roundtables featuring local historians, scholars, witnesses and experts to share
knowledge and answer questions. An important component will be to attract
students to actively participate in reporting historical truth (journalism).

As a result of the organized work, there will be a model of a thematic
gallery in the gymnasium, which is planned to be located in the recreation area
(2 parallel walls of 15 meters each).

3. Commemorative route: As part of the project, a memorial route will be
developed that will allow participants to visit the sites of mass extermination
and burial of victims of genocide in the city of Volkovysk and the VVolkovysk
region. This will allow us to look at the scale of the tragedy and honor the
memory of those killed, and a similar virtual route will be created.

4. Dialogue and reconciliation: The Peace School will create a space for
open dialogue and exchange of views. Participants will be able to express their
thoughts and emotions, share their stories and reflections. This will help restore
strong ties between different generations and nationalities and contribute to the
process of reconciliation.

In May 2025, the gymnasium will hold a thematic conference for children
and adults, timed to coincide with Victory Day on May 9, inviting all interested
partner schools. The theme of the conference is “The identity system of a




citizen of his country: relevance and challenges of our time,” where the results
of research work on genocide in the territory of the former USSR will be
presented. Based on the results of the conference, it is planned to publish an
electronic collection. During the conference, a memorial thematic gallery
dedicated to the genocide of the Belarusian people will be opened using
materials from the VVolkovysk region.
